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I am interested in using stories and the power of choice to build a better future. 	These ideas were presented in “An Ecomodernist Manifesto” and “Geoengineering is a bonkers plan, but it may be needed to tackle global warming.” The ecomodernists propose a positive outlook on the future, and Wagner outlines how decoupling may not be enough to reverse the negative effects of climate change, and that we may need to opt for more risky and more effective solutions.
